Summary of GCE O’ Level Examination Questions November 2006
There are 20 short-answer and structured questions. Candidates need to complete the question paper in 2 hours 30 minutes.
The examination questions can be summarised as follow based on the curriculum content.
1. Applications of computers and their social and economic implications 
· Computer crime and prevention
· Social and economic effects on business using e-commerce
· Graphics and animation for entertainment
· Expert systems with examples
· Advantage of Virtual reality in applications with examples and advantages


2. Systems analysis 
· Use of flowchart 


3. Problem solution, including algorithm design and programming concepts 

· Use of algorithms
· Top-down design and benefits
· Algorithm using pseudocode.


4. Generic software and the organisation of data
· Understanding of application software like MSWord, Database, Desktop Publishing, spreadsheets
· Devices for data capture and general application.
· Understand database and interpretation
· Methods to collect data, conversion and verification


5. Hardware, systems and communications. 
· Computing terms

· Typical features and multimedia system
· Advantages and disadvantages of laptop and desktop in a wireless network environment. 
Examination questions are set according to the curriculum syllabus with a few exceptions that requires general knowledge of computing. There are a few factual questions where students must have firm understanding on how information-processing is designed and how it works.
